During the meeting of the Technical Commission, the following points were approached by the participants:

I- Assessment on the outcome of the last plenary meeting at Reggio Calabria, 1-3 October 2008:

At the beginning of the meeting Mrs.Vezzoler, as representative of the Presidency of MNRA, welcomed all the participants and thanked the Andalusian Authority as vice-presidency for their invitation in Seville. She mentioned the conclusions of the last plenary session of the Network that took place in Reggio Calabria Italy the previous October and particularly the accomplishment of the adoption of the Declaration as well as the amendment of the Charter of the network. Mrs.Vezzoler mentioned that a copy of the Declaration was given by the Italian Authority to the President of the Standing Committee of the Council of Europe and that a presentation on the contents of the declaration would follow soon.  The feedback of the President was that it was a very good and interesting document especially now since the Council is undergoing with the revision of the Convention on Transfrontier Television. Then, Mrs.Vezzoler opened the floor for any suggestions, exchange of opinions and ideas on issues of common interest likely to be the subjects of presentation and discussion during the next plenary meeting.
II- Discussion on issues of common interest to be used as subjects of presentation and discussion during the next plenary meeting in Granada, 1-2 October 2009: 

The participants gave in their suggestions and exchanged their opinions and ideas concerning the issues of common interest likely to be used as subjects of presentation and discussion during the next plenary meeting in Granada, 1-2 October 2009. The Andalusian Authority had already proposed in writing one of the most major subjects that preoccupy the Network: The protection of minors; and France apart from the suggestion on Baby TV, presented as another possible subject the possibility of cooperation (and / or accession) of the Network (as full member or associate-member) with COPEAM (Permanent Conference of the Mediterranean Audiovisual Operators). The other subject that came out strongly by the Andalusian, Catalonian, Moroccan and Turkish Authorities was the issue on Diversity and Multiculturalism.

Therefore, it was decided that the Lebanese, Portuguese, Italian and French Authorities will input their presentations and experiences on the issue of the protection of minors. Particularly, Portugal and Lebanon will deal with the subject of “Violence in the Media” and Italy on the White book on protection of minors and France on “Baby TV”. The Andalusian, Catalonian, Moroccan and Turkish Authorities will input their presentations and experiences on the issue of “Diversity in multicultural societies”. All interventions must be sent to the organising authority prior to the plenary, at least 15 days ahead.

Additionally, concerning the subject suggested by the French Authority on the possibility of cooperation of the Network with COPEAM, since it is the first time for some of the participants this subject was ever brought up, it was decided that a further analysis as well as a comparison between the two organisations should be made. This job was assigned to the French, Moroccan, Cypriot and Turkish Authorities with a deadline of the 1st September 2009. Hence, the issue on the subject of COPEAM activities and possible future synergies with MNRA for the circulation of audiovisual works in the Mediterranean to be presented possibly by the President of COPEAM and to be discussed on the second day of the plenary session next October is to be confirmed. 
III- Letter of Mr. Abdelbaki Hermassi, President of the Tunisian Authority CSC to the President of CSA, Mr. Michel Boyon:

The members of the technical commission as well as the rest of the participants took knowledge of the contents of the above mentioned letter and particularly the fact that the Tunisian Authority cannot join the Network as full member but only under the status of an associate member or permanent observer. It was discussed that, at the moment, the process of accession into the MNRA has never been stipulated and that the Charter of the Network talks about member authorities or observers that can participate during the plenary sessions only upon the discretion and invitation of the President of the Network. In the event that this new status would be accepted and made official (by the plenary of course), then the procedure of becoming a permanent observer or a full member should be written down clearly and to the point. This also means a possible amendment of the Charter. The job of drafting a suggestion text for this purpose was entrusted to Mr. Joan Barata (CAC).
